BACKGROUND:

Yolo County health officer has recommended that local government boards, commissions,
and councils continue to meet remotely given the continued threat of COVID-19.
Assembly Bill 361 passed in September 2021, which allows virtual board meetings to
continue until January 1, 2024. In order to meet remotely, government agencies must make
findings every 30 days that the existing state of emergency continues to directly impact the
ability of the members to meet in person, or state officials continue to impose or
recommend measures to promote social distancing.

BACKGROUND:

Over the past 6 years, the District has applied for and received a Temporary Permit for
diverting excess storm flows for groundwater recharge. The 180-day Temporary Permit is
appropriate for short-term projects where an urgent need exists, and the District has greatly
appreciated the State Water Board’s streamlined process as part of Governor Brown’s
Executive Orders B-36-15 and B-39-17. The State Water Board has requested that the
District consider a suitable long-term plan for diverting excess flows for groundwater
recharge and assess whether a standard permit is appropriate for the District’s needs.

District staff are requesting the Board’s assistance in evaluating the best mechanism for
defensibly diverting excess storm flows for groundwater recharge. Staff recommend the
Board form an ad hoc committee to consider the appropriate District winter water right,
which will include an assessment of the District’s existing pre-1914 water rights and the
process involved in obtaining a long-term standard permit.
